Word Lists Exercise
Tutor’s Instruction

This Work Lists exercise is used as a starting point in determining the level for administering the Reader’s Passages and to gain additional insight into the types of word recognition errors made by the learner.  

1. Choose Word List A or the highest list on which you think your Learner can recognize all the words.  Give the Learner’s copy to your Learner.  Keep the Tutor’s list for recording errors.

2. Have the Learner read the list.  Informally assess vocabulary by asking the meaning of some of the words.
3. Record any word read incorrectly or not attempted with an “X”.  Self corrections should be counted as correct.
4. If the Learner got all the words correct or made less than 2 errors, give them the higher page.  Ask the Learner to look over the words and read the ones known.  Continue having them read the higher cards until they have no more than 2 errors.
5. If the Learner makes 3 or more errors, drop to a lower list until no more than 2 errors are made.

6. The Learner’s grade level is the highest list on which no more than 2 errors were made.  Record this level and use it for the Reader Passage Assessment.
